
Land Report: September 2025 Board meeting 

From July 2025 meeting with attorney representing Mt. Irenaeus Brian Attea, Mike Fenn, 
and Chris Premielewski 

Context: Chris verbally shares that his family is on board with the agreement, however 
there are three estates that still need to be properly conveyed. Chris’ current law firm is 
insisting on a $30K retainer in order to move forward with the estate work. Chris knows 
Brian from past negotiations and we met to see if Brian can do the estate work without it 
being a conflict of interest.   

• While Brian provided pros and cons of working with his firm, Chris is comfortable, 
based on trust, relationship and efficiency. Brian noted we’d likely have conflict of 
interest waivers/documents to sign.  

• We met Ryan McCann, who works for Brian, Ryan would lead the work on the estate 
matters.  

• Ryan and Brian would provide task lists for Chris to take on, to make this as cost 
effective as possible. The less we have to pay the firm to do the legwork, the better.  

• As part of the discovery, Chris shared the names of the other original camp partners, 
and we’ve noted 3 original owners where we have issues.  

• Chris also mentioned Steve Lawrence as one of the current partners. Chris is 
looking to buy Steve out.  

• Mike requested there be a signed agreement from all good standing partners 
before we begin the estate work. Chris was going to begin working on the 
resolution with Steve right away.  

• Brian noted there would need to be a retainer paid up front to cover costs incurred 
on the estate work. A value was not set.
